Education for Auctioneers

If you are a licensed auctioneer in the Commonwealth of Virginia, you
are now required to complete six hours of Board-approved continuing education
courses for any individual license renewal or reinstatement. Unlike some of the
other Boards, the Auctioneers Board does not require your proof of completion
to be submitted with your license renewal. The proof of completion of these
courses must be retained by the licensee for 2 years from the date of expiration
of the license for which the course was completed. The Board may request
proof of completion if you are selected for an audit or if you are applying for li-
cense reinstatement. In order for the continuing education course(s) to be ac-
ceptable, it must have been taken during the two years immediately prior to the
expiration date of the license and must be a Board approved class prior to the
date the course was taken. Courses offered by the VAA, NAA, CAl are Board
approved courses. A complete list of Board approved courses is available on
the website at: http://www.dpor.virginia.gov/dporweb/auc continuing ed.pdf.
Continuing education course hours are valid only for the renewal cycle or rein-
statement period for which it was taken. These hours cannot be carried over to
subsequent renewal cycles or reinstatement.

In cases of undue hardship or certified iliness, the board may grant ex-
emptions or waive or reduce the number of continuing education hours. If you
feel that you may qualify for an exemption, you will need to contact the Auction-
eers Board in writing to state your case. If you are granted an exemption,
waiver, or reduction, you will not be relieved of your obligation to comply with
any other requirements, including the renewal of your license.

A LL auctioneers licensed by the Virginia Board
are required fo carry their pocket cards
with them and produce them upon request.
18VAC25-21-130 of the Board's regulations re-
quires all individual licensees to carry their pocket
cards on their person, and requires all firms to
display their license in a conspicuous location at
the address of record. <




Compliance &
Investigations

Division

The Compliance & Investigations Division of the
Department of Professional and Occupational Regu-
lation ("the Department") is divided into the follow-
ing sections:

Complaint Analysis and Resolution

The Complaint Analysis and Resolution section is
responsible for the receipt, processing, and analysis
of all complaints coming into the Department. Upon
review, the Complaint Analysis and Resolution Sec-
tion may close the file, investigate the complaint,
resolve the matter by a consent order, or refer the
case to Alternative Dispute Resolution or Investiga-
tions for further action.

Investigations

Investigators are responsible for obtaining the evi-
dence regarding complaints and determining whether
the evidence supports a probable violation of the
Board's regulations and/or laws. Investigators pre-
pare a Report of Findings, which outlines the facts in
support of probable violation(s) of the Board's regu-
lations and/or laws.

Investigators also enforce the criminal laws under the
Agency's jurisdiction, including practicing without a
license and filing a false or fraudulent application for
licensure or registration.

Investigators are also responsible for other special
investigations involving potential public harm and
are the Agency's liaison and networking arm provid-
ing assistance and support to other law enforcement
and government agencies.

This section is active in the identification and appre-
hension of itinerant home improvement scam artists
and provides information to the public on protection
from fraudulent or illegal activity. For more informa-
tion, contact the Department of Professional and Oc-
cupational Regulation, (804)367-2195.

Adjudication

The Adjudication section reviews files referred from
Complaint Analysis and Resolution or Field Investi-
gations that there is probable cause of a violation of
the Board's regulations and/or laws. The Adjudica-
tion section is responsible for conducting Informal
Fact-Finding Conferences ("IFF"), which includes
scheduling the IFF, sending the Notice, presenting
the IFF, and providing support to the Presiding Offi-
cer or Board member at the IFF in preparing the
Summary.

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Business Registrations

As business registration is a very important
issue, we felt it necessary to revisit this matter.

In addition to the licensure requirements for
individuals conducting auctions, all businesses
that are involved in the auction profession must
be licensed as well. Any business that is
involved in offering or conducting auctions must
complete a firm license application and submit it
to the Board for approval (except for sole
proprietorships which must have an individual
auctioneer license).

The firm license application must be
accompanied by the appropriate firm license
application fee, certified true copies of the
articles of incorporation, and a certificate of
authority issued by the Virginia State Corporation
Commission. Additionally, like individual
applications, firm applications must include
documentation of a surety bond in at least the
amount of $10,000 that commences no later than
the effective date of the license and expires no
sooner than the expiration date of the license.

A foreign corporation includes any business
organized under laws other than the laws of
Virginia. If you need information regarding
obtaining a certificate of incorporation (Virginia-
based businesses) or a certificate of authority
(foreign businesses) please contact the State
